THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF YAMHILIL COUNTY, OREGON (the
Board) on the 13th day of February, 1985, sat for the trans-
action of County business in special session, Commissioners
Ted Lopuszynski, Donald D. Porter and David E. Bishop being
pPresent.

WHEREAS, Tax Lot 3503-500, a 41.30 acre parcel, located
approximately five miles west of the City of Yamhill, north
of County Road No. 245 currently has a boundary line for EF-:
AF-20 zones running through it; and

WHEREAS, on the 6th day of February, 1985, a public hear:
was held before the Board on the question of whether to grant
a zoning boundary readjustment to the owner of said tax lot,
James E. Broxterman, pursuant to Section 303.01(I) of the R
hill County Zoning Ordinance, No. 310, 1982; and

WHEREAS, the entire 41.30 acre parcel is Plan-designated
Agriculture/Forestry Large Holding; and

WHEREAS, James E. Broxterman has applied to the Departmer
of Planning and Development for readjustment of the boundary
which would result in the parcel being zoned AF-20 in its en-
tirety; and

WHEREAS, the subject parcel has been in the same ownersh:
since 1967; and

WHEREAS notice of the reugested zone change has been sen
to surrounding property owners and published in a newspaper <
general circulation; and

WHEREAS, the proposed readjustment would not reduce in ai
the predominent zoning on the subject property, in that the
AF/20 district now accounts for 38 acres of the property and
the proposed readjustment will result in the remaining 3.3
acres being zoned AF/20; and

WHEREAS, the proposed boundary readjustment will follow
existing property lines;

NOW THEREFORE, based upon and for the reasons set forth :
the attached conclusionary findings for approval, identified
Exhibit "A" and incorporated herein by this reference;
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IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE BOARD:

Section 1. The Official Zoning Map of Yamhill
County be and hereby is amended to designate the zoning on
Tax Lot 3503-500 as AF-20 in its entirety as set forth on
the attached sketch map labeled Exhibit "B" and incorporated
herein by this reference.

Section 2. This Ordinance being necessary for the
health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Yamhill County,
and an emergency having been declared to exist, shall be
effective upon passage hereof.

CONCLUSIONARY FINDINGS

Approval

The following conclusionary findings can be made for approval of the request:

1. The proposed zone boundary adjustment is consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan Map designation existing on the parcel in
that the "Agriculture/Forestry Large-Holding" designation is
applicable to both the EF-40 and AF-20 zoning distriets, and
the proposed boundary adjustment will result in the entire
parcel being zomed AF-20.

2, The proposed zone boundary adjustment will not reduce in area
the predominant zoning district which exists on the subject
parcel in that the AF-20 district now covers 92% of the subject
parcel (38.0 out of 41.30 acres), and the proposed adjustment
will result in the remaining 8% (3.30 out of 41.30 acres) now
zoned EF-40 also being zoned AF-20.

3. The proposed zone boundary adjustment will result in the AF-20
zoning district boundaries following the existing property
boundaries in that the subject 41.30 acre parcel will be zoned
AF-20 exclusively.
